1. INTRODUCTION:

1.1 STATE CET ACT:

1.1.1 The Government of Maharashtra has passed “The Maharashtra Unaided
Private Professional Education Institutions (Regulation of Admission &
Fees) Act 2015”. As per the act, the State Government has published the
rules in Maharashtra Government Gazette No. CET 1215/C.R.412/
15/Edu-2, dated: 19/01/2017, and Amendments published by
Government of Maharashtra from time to time. (Annexure - Q).

1.1.2 As per Government Resolution No. CET 3516/C.R.478/16/Edu-2 dated:
20/02/2018, the admissions to all Medical Postgraduate Degree /
Diploma Courses i.e. MD/MS/PG Diploma, (excluding admissions done
by Central Government / Directorate General of Health Services, New
Delhi) should be as per merit of NEET-PG through Combined Counseling
/ Centralized admission process. This is inclusive of Institutional Quota
/ NRI Quota (Annexure - R).

1.1.3 As per Government Resolution No. CET 3518/C.R.32/18/Edu-2, dated:
29/01/2018, admissions for various Postgraduate courses at all
Government / Corporation / Government aided Medical Colleges situated
in the State of Maharashtra for State Quota Seats is being carried out in
accordance with the procedure laid down through this Government
Resolution and on the basis of directions / decisions given by Hon’ble
Court in various court orders (Annexure - V).

1.1.4 Government of Maharashtra has given approval for NEET-PG-2025
Information Brochure as per Letter No. MED-1025/C.R.383/25/Edu-2,
dated 27/10/2025 (Annexure - S).

1.1.5 Instructions in this information brochure regarding admission process
are liable to change based on any order / instruction / rules / directions
by National Medical Commission (NMC) / Central Government / State
Government / Hon’ble Supreme Court and Hon’ble High Court from time

to time.
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1.2 CLARIFICATION:

NEET-PG is an eligibility-cum-ranking examination prescribed as a single

entrance examination to various MD/MS and PG Diploma Courses as per

section 61(2) of the National Medical Commission Act, 2019 read with section

10 (D) of Indian Medical Council Act, 1956.

No other Entrance Examination, either at State or institution level, shall be

valid for entry to MD/MS/PG Diploma Courses for academic session 2025-

26. Qualifying NEET PG is mandatory for entry to various MD/MS/PG

Diploma Courses in the State of Maharashtra.

1.2.1 SCOPE OF NEET-PG-2025: - NEET PG 2025 shall be single eligibility
cum entrance examination for admission to various Postgraduate
Medical Courses for the academic session 2025-26, which will include
the following.

» All India 50 % Quota Seats for MD/MS/PG Diploma Courses.

» State Quota seats for MD/MS/PG Diploma Courses in
Government/ Corporation and Government Aided Medical Colleges
situated in the State of Maharashtra.

» MD/MS/PG Diploma Courses Seats at All Unaided Private and
Minority Medical Colleges/Institution situated in the State of
Maharashtra.

1.2.2 For admission to 2025-2026 academic session, online NEET PG 2025
examination has been conducted by NBE Authority appointed by
Government of India, New Delhi.

» The validity of result of NEET PG 2025 shall be only for current
admissions session i.e. 2025-26, for MD/MS/PG Diploma courses
and cannot be carried forward for the next session of admission for
MD/MS/PG Diploma courses.

1.2.3 In the state of Maharashtra, the Government of Maharashtra has
established “ADMISSION REGULATING AUTHORITY AND STATE
COMMON ENTRANCE TEST CELL” as per the provisions of
Maharashtra Unaided Private professional educational institutes
(Regulation of Admission & Fees) Act. 2015, (herein after “the act”).

1.2.4 The allocation of seats for MD/MS/PG Diploma courses for academic
year 2025-2026 in various Medical Institutions / Medical colleges
under ambit of PG course Regulations shall be undertaken as per
procedure prescribed in Postgraduate Medical Education Regulations
published by the NMC.
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1.2.5 For admission to Medical Postgraduate courses at all Government
/ Corporation / Government aided / Unaided Private and Minority
medical colleges (Excluding Deemed University) in the State of
Maharashtra for State Quota, including institutional quota, State
Merit list of eligible candidates will be prepared by the Competent
Authority of the State of Maharashtra on the basis of NEET-PG-
2025 examination.

1.2.6 The list of medical colleges / Institutions conducting post graduate
medical courses where admission will be carried out by State CET Cell
for academic year 2025-26 is listed in (Annexure ‘E’). The procedure
adopted by State CET cell will be called as “Procedure for selection and
admission to Medical Postgraduate Courses at the Government /
Corporation / Central Government Institute for State Quota /
Government aided / Unaided Private and Minority Medical Colleges”
through merit list of NEET-PG-2025.

1.2.7 This procedure is applicable only to the seats at disposal of Competent
Authority, STATE CET CELL, for Government / Corporation /
Government aided / Unaided Private and Minority Medical colleges in
the academic year 2025-2026. No promise is implied therein for
subsequent years and no expectations should be based on this
procedure for future.

2. DEFINITIONS of important terms are given in Annexure “A”

3. COMPETENT AUTHORITY:

The Commissioner, State CET Cell, Mumbai has been designated as Competent
Authority for selection and admissions at (i Government / Corporation /
Government Aided Medical colleges and (ii) Unaided Private & /Minority Medical
colleges for the year 2025-2026, as per provisions of section 2(e) and section
10(4) of the Act (for Unaided Private & Minority Medical colleges) and
Government Resolution No. MED-1015/CR 396/15/Edu-2, dated: 16/12/2015
(for Government / Corporation Medical Colleges) (Annexure — W).

These admissions will be done on the available postgraduate seats at disposal of
Competent Authority in State Quota Seats of Government / Corporation /
Government Aided / State Quota seat for Central Government / Unaided Private
& Minority Medical Colleges from the State of Maharashtra. The Competent
Authority will supervise and control the selection process by implementing these

procedures.
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The Competent Authority will issue necessary executive instructions for
implementation of these procedures and provide relevant information to be
published or communicated. The Competent Authority will declare time-table,
details of the date(s) of various procedures relating to admission process, in
consultation with Nodal officer.

4. AUTHORITY:

4.1 Nodal Officer: Director of Medical Education and Research, Mumbai will
act as Nodal Officer to advice and assist this admission process.

4.2 Document verification:
Document Verification will be carried out on the instructions given by the
Competent Authority in respect of Online / Offline (physical) Document
verification process.

S. GRIEVANCE REDRESSAL AUTHORITY (IN GENERAL)

As per section 9 of the Act, any grievance regarding the admission process will
be dealt by the Commissioner, State CET Cell.

6. LIST OF MEDICAL POSTGRADUATE COURSES:

The list of available Medical Postgraduate Degree/Diploma courses along with
code numbers are given in Annexure- “B”.

7. DISTRIBUTION OF PG MEDICAL SEATS IN (7.1) GOVERNMENT / CORPORATION /
GOVERNMENT AIDED MEDICAL COLLEGES, AND (7.2) UNAIDED PRIVATE AND
MINORITY MEDICAL COLLEGES.

7.1 Government/Corporation/Government Aided Medical Colleges:

7.1.1 The seats available for admission to Medical Postgraduate courses
through NEET-PG-2025 will be from Institutions located in the State
Maharashtra i.e. Government / Corporation medical colleges and the
State quota seats of the Central Government and Government Aided
institutions.

7.1.2 The seats available for admission to medical postgraduate courses
will be distributed as 50% to All India Quota & remaining 50 % to the
State Quota. From the State quota, 20% of Seats in post graduate
degree & diploma courses from State Government / Corporation /
Government Aided Medical Colleges will be reserved for In-service
candidates in the State Government services, who have served for at
least 3 years in remote and/or difficult areas as per Annexure “U”.
For In-service quota reservation, any change made by Government
from time to time will be applicable. The additional weightage for In-
service candidates will be given as per clause 9 (IV) & (VII) of Post
Graduate Medical Regulation 2000 of NMC / erstwhile MCI and as
per Public Health Department Government Resolution No. MMO-

2019/C.R.165/Service-3, dated 19t March 2019 and G.R issued in
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this regard from time to time. 5% of available seats in Postgraduate
courses in Government / Corporation / Government Aided
institutions will be reserved for Person with Disability (PWD)
candidates as per Annexure “D”. 1% of available postgraduate seats
are reserved for Orphan category candidate. There will be
constitutional reservation applicable in Available State quota seats,
(after excluding All India Quota) as mentioned in Annexure “C”. The
parallel (Horizontal) reservation will be applicable for In-service quota
seats, PWD quota seats and Orphan quota seats in Government /
Corporation / Government Aided institutions.

7.1.3 All India quota seats in Government/Corporation medical colleges
(i.e. 50% seats of the intake capacity) for post-graduate courses will
be filled by the Competent Authority appointed by the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare, Government of India, through merit list of
All India NEET-PG-2025.

7.1.4 The seat position for Maharashtra State Quota admissions under
NEET-PG-2025 of Government and Corporation Medical Colleges will
be displayed on the website www.mahacet.org in due course.

7.1.5 The institute wise, course wise Intake Capacity of the seats will be as
per Postgraduate Regulation of NMC and Maharashtra University
Health Services (MUHS), Nashik.

7.1.6 The seats available will be filled in, on the basis of State Merit list of
NEET-PG-2025. There will be Constitutional / SEBC / EWS/ Person
with disability (PWD) / Orphan reservation in these seats as per
Government orders issued from time to time (Annexure “C, D & Z”).

7.1.7 As per G.R. No. Orphan - 2022 /C.R. 122/Ka-03 dated 6t April 2023
of Women and Child Development Department, One percent of
available postgraduate seats are reserved for Orphan category
candidate (Annexure “Z”).

7.1.8 EWS CATEGORY RESERVATION: 10% seats of the available State
Quota seats shall be reserved for candidate belonging to EWS
category. (Annexure “AA”).

7.1.9 SEBC (Socially & Educationally Backward Classes) Reservation:
10% seats of the available State Quota seats shall be reserved for
candidate belonging to SEBC category. This reservation will be
subject to outcome of W.P. No. 3468/2024 in Hon’ble High Court
Mumbai and any other future court cases in this regard. (Annexure
“FF”).

7.1.10 AIQ seats will not be reverted back to the respective States after the

completion of AIQ Round 2 in compliance of the Order dated
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16/12/2021 in Special Leave to Appeal (C) No(s).10487/2021 before
the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India (Annexure “T”).

7.1.111If the seats reserved for State In-service quota in the particular
Constitutional reserve category remain unfilled on account of
unavailability of candidate(s) after inter-se, as per rules amongst In-
service candidates, the remaining seat(s) shall be included in the
respective Constitutional reserve category and these seats will be
distributed to non-in-service candidates using NEET-PG-2025 merit
list.

7.1.12 Postgraduate seats left unfilled in an academic year, shall not be
carried forward to the next or subsequent academic year. The last
date of joining MD/MS/Diploma courses is as per the guidelines of
NMC / erstwhile MCI Gazette of India, dated 20/02/2018 (Annexure-
CC) & the orders of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in W.P. (C)
76/2005 and W.P. 314/328 of 2015, dated 18/01/2016 (Ashish
Ranjan and other V/s Union of India). The academic year will start as
per the guidelines from NMC.

7.1.13 The validity of All India Rank based on result of NEET PG 2025 shall
be only for current admission session ie. 2025-26 for
MD/MS/Diploma courses and cannot be carried forward for the next
session of admission for MD/MS/Diploma Courses.

7.2 Unaided Private and Minority Medical Colleges:

7.2.1 The postgraduate seats of Unaided Private & Minority Medical
Colleges from State of Maharashtra will be filled through Online CAP
only by State Competent Authority on the basis of merit of NEET-PG-
2025.

7.2.2 The seats available for admission to Post Graduate Medical Courses
shall be as stipulated by the appropriate authority and declared by
Government from time to time.

7.2.3 In unaided Private medical Colleges and Minority Medical Colleges
S50% seats are State CET cell quota seats and remaining 50% seats
are Institutional quota seats including NRI quota seats. All these
seats shall be filled by State Competent Authority NEET-PG-2025. In
Institutional quota, maximum 15% of the seats may be filled in from
the NRI candidates.

7.2.4 In unaided private institutions, constitutional reservation is 25% of
total sanctioned intake as per the Maharashtra Government
Notification Medical Education Drugs department, No. PGM-
1006/3207/CR-362/06/EDU-2, dated 8th January 2007 as

mentioned in Annexure "C".
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7.2.5 SEBC (Socially & Educationally Backward Classes) Reservation:
10% seats of the available State Quota seats (excluding Minority
Institutions) shall be reserved for candidates belonging to SEBC
category. This reservation will be subject to outcome of W.P. No.
3468/2024 in Hon’ble High Court Mumbai and any other future
court cases in this regard. (Annexure “FF”).

7.2.6 The institute wise availability of the seats will be as per Postgraduate
Regulation of NMC and MUHS, Nashik.

7.2.7 The seats available at disposal of Competent Authority for admission
to medical postgraduate courses through NEET-PG-2025 are
inclusive of Institutional Quota from Unaided Private (including
Minority) Medical Colleges as decided by concerned Authorities. The
subject wise and college wise seat position will be made available on

the website www.mahacet.org in due course.

7.2.8 Postgraduate seats left unfilled in an academic year shall not be
carried forward to the next or subsequent academic year. The last
date of joining MD/MS/Diploma courses is as per the guidelines of
NMC / erstwhile MCI Gazette of India, dated 20/02/2018 (Annexure
- CC) & the orders of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in W.P (C)
76/2005 and W.P.314/328 of 2015 dated 18/01/2016 (Ashish
Ranjan and other V/s Union of India). The academic year will start as
per the guidelines from NMC.

7.2.9 The validity of all India rank based on result of NEET PG 2025 shall
be only for current admission session i.e. 2025 for MD/MS/Diploma
courses and cannot be carried forward for the next session of
admission for MD/MS/Diploma Courses.

8. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR NEET-PG-2025 MEDICAL POSTGRADUATE
COURSES:

8.1 Candidate must be an Indian National. Nationality Certificate issued by
District Magistrate or Additional District Magistrate or Chief Metropolitan
Magistrate or valid passport or School Leaving Certificate of HSC/12th Std.
indicating the nationality of the candidate as “Indian” shall constitute the

proof of nationality.

Non-Resident Indians (NRI) are not eligible for any other seat except
NRI quota seats in Unaided Private and Private Minority Medical
Colleges, subject to fulfillment of NRI status and other relevant

eligibility criteria. (Annexure - O)

Non-Resident Indians (NRI) are eligible only for maximum 15% NRI

Quota seats in the Unaided Private/Minority medical colleges.
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Overseas Citizen of India (OCI) candidates will be eligible for State
Quota seats of Government /Corporation/Government Aided/Private
unaided college and 15% NRI seats of Private unaided colleges under
Competent Authority, State CET Cell for Academic Year 2025-26
provided such candidates should have obtained the OCI status before
04/03/2021 and must have completed M.B.B.S. course from Medical
college situated in the state of Maharashtra and such candidate will
also be covered by relevant general eligibility. (Annexure- DD).

8.2 All candidates, who have passed final M.B.B.S degree course examination
from the college situated in Maharashtra State and completed one year
internship training by 31st July 2025 from a recognized medical college
(Annexure-F) included in the Schedule as per provisions of the NMC act,
2019 and the repealed Indian Medical Council Act, 1956 are eligible. The
Medical College should have been affiliated to the Maharashtra University
of Health Sciences or Medical College affiliated to Deemed University as per
University Grant Commission Act of 1956 under section 13/A, situated in
the State of Maharashtra. The candidate who has obtained provisional
or permanent registration either from the National Medical Commission
(NMC)/ erstwhile MCI or Maharashtra Medical Council (MMC) or other
state Council will be eligible for registration for NEET-PG-2025. Candidates
who have passed MBBS examination from foreign University are not
eligible for NEET-PG-2025 admission process under Competent
Authority, State CET Cell.

8.3 The candidates who are domiciled in the State of Maharashtra and who
have obtained admission under 15% All India quota of Government Medical
Colleges / AIIMS / Central Government Institutions for MBBS course in a
medical college / institution situated outside Maharashtra State and
thereby have obtained the degree from a university situated outside the
State of Maharashtra will also be eligible for selection process of NEET-PG-
2025. Such candidates should submit (i) certificate from the Dean of
respective medical college stating that the candidate was admitted under
15% All India Quota of Government Medical College / AIIMS / Central
Government Institutions for MBBS course, and (ii) Candidate's Domicile
certificate of Maharashtra State by virtue of residence.

8.4 The Candidate must be medically fit. (Annexure-M)

8.5 All Candidates desirous to take admission for MD/MS/PG Diploma courses

under State quota or Institutional quota must have appeared for NEET-PG-
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2025 and declared eligible by the Competent Authority of NEET-PG-2025,
Government of India, New Delhi.
8.6 To be eligible for selection:

8.6.1 To be eligible for selection to Medical Postgraduate courses a
candidate belonging to General Category and EWS category must
secure minimum of marks at 50th percentile and candidate belonging
to constitutional reservation category and constitutional
reservation category with Person with disability (PWD) claim
must secure minimum of marks at 40th percentile in NEET-PG-2025.
Person with disability (PWD) from general category and EWS
category must secure minimum of marks at 45th percentile in NEET-
PG-2025.

8.6.2 A candidate who fails to obtain the minimum eligibility percentile
/marks as prescribed in regulations shall not be admitted to any
Postgraduate courses in the said academic year 2025-2026.

8.6.3 However, the eligibility criteria decided by NMC / Government of
India if revised will be applicable from time to time.

8.7 The NMC /Maharashtra Medical Council / Other State Medical Council

registration is mandatory for NEET-PG-2025 qualifying candidates.
Registration certificate should be produced at the time of document
verification process. A candidate without registration certificate will be held
ineligible for admission.

8.8 Candidates belonging to Backward Classes (Including SEBC) / EWS
must have claimed so in his online registration for Maharashtra State
quota, failing which such a claim will not be entertained
subsequently. Candidate belonging to above Categories should produce
Caste Certificate, Caste Validity Certificate and Non-Creamy Layer
Certificate / EWS eligibility certificate (wherever applicable) at the
time of physical Document Verification process. Candidate who fails to
produce above said certificates will be considered as Open Category
Candidate provided, he/she fulfills the eligibility criteria for open category
of NEET-PG-2025 during subsequent round(s). As per Govt. of
Maharashtra G.R. No. Misc.-2025/C.R.68/Reservation-5 dated 26th
August 2025, G.R. No. C.B.C-2025/C.R.131/MAVAK dated 4th September
2025 & Government Corrigendum No. C.B.C.-2025/C.R.131/MAVAK
dated 5th September 2025, candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste,

Scheduled Caste converts to Buddhism, Vimukta Jati, Nomadic Tribes NT1(B),
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NT2(C), NT3(D), Other Backward Class (Including SBC) and SEBC Category can

produce his/her Caste Validity certificate upto six months from the date of

application for admission to the Health Science Courses, failing which
his/her admission will stand cancelled and he/she will be responsible for

the same (Annexure - FF, Annexure - HH & Annexure - II).

» Candidates belonging to EWS category will be required to produce
Eligibility certificate for Economically Weaker Section in
prescribed format issued by Concerned Authority, Government of
Maharashtra for academic year 2025-26 (Annexure - "AA"), at the
time of physical document verification process. Candidate who fails to
produce above said certificates will be considered as Open Category
Candidate provided he/she fulfills the eligibility criteria of NEET-PG-
2025.

> Please Note: Certificates produced for claiming EWS reservation
should be in “STATE GOVERNMENT FORMAT” only (as given in
Annexure “AA”). Certificates in CENTRAL GOVERNMENT
FORMATS will NOT BE ACCEPTABLE

8.9 Reserve category/EWS candidate must claim his category at the time of
registration. A candidate belonging to a respective category but not having
any physical document can also claim respective category reservation
during online registration process; however, he/she must produce the said
certificates at the time of physical Document Verification process and at
the time of joining at the allotted college so as to avail respective category
claim.

8.10 A Candidate belonging to ‘Creamy Layer’ amongst the categories (VJ)
DT-A, NT-B, NT-C, NT-D, OBC, SEBC and SBC must note that the
provision of reservation is NOT applicable to him / her. A candidate
claiming benefit of reservation under these categories will be required
to produce Non-Creamy Layer Certificate as specified in the
Government Resolutions from time to time. The certificate in
prescribed Proforma stating that it is valid up to 31/03/2026 or later,
should be submitted at the time of physical document verification

process.

8.11 In view of Hon’ble Supreme Court order dated 06/09/2017 in CA 11234- 48 of

2017, it is mandatory to submit Caste Validity Certificate. However, as per Govt.
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of Maharashtra G.R. No. Misc.-2025/C.R.68/Reservation-5 dated 26th
August 2025, G.R. No. C.B.C-2025/C.R.131/MAVAK dated 4th September
2025 & Government Corrigendum No. C.B.C.-2025/C.R.131/MAVAK
dated 5th September 2025, candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste,
Scheduled Caste converts to Buddhism, Vimukta Jati, Nomadic Tribes NT1(B),
NT2(C), NT3(D), Other Backward Class (Including SBC) and SEBC Category can
produce his/her Caste Validity certificate upto six months from the date of
application for admission to the Health Science Courses, failing which
his/her admission will stand cancelled and he/she will be responsible for

the same (Annexure - FF, Annexure — HH & Annexure - II).

8.12 Candidates who have passed postgraduate diploma course will be
eligible for admission to postgraduate degree course in the same subject

only through NEET-PG-2025. (For exception, refer to clause No. 8.18.9)

8.13 As per circular dated O1st November 2011 issued by Directorate Medical
Education Research, Mumbai & MEDD Letter No. Meeting -1025/
C.R.112/25/Education-2 Dated 27/05/2025 (Annexure - JJ), a

candidate who has completed MBBS course from Government/
Corporation/Government Aided Colleges has to complete bond service as
per the rules and regulations framed by State Government from time to
time. However such a candidate can appear NEET PG examination without
completion of UG bond, only for two years. After these two years, a
candidate is not eligible for admission through for NEET PG unless he/she
completes UG bond service. Such a non-eligible candidate has to pay bond
penalty amount to the Dean before document verification; otherwise,
he/she will be treated as ineligible for selection. For calculating two
attempts, the calendar years will be considered irrespective of whether the
candidate has appeared or not for the NEET PG examination. Candidate
has to upload / produce bond release certificate during online uploading /

physical document verification process._All the candidates who have

completed the Internship on or before 11/08/2023 are not eligible for

admission process through NEET-PG 2025 unless he/she has Bond

release certificate on the day of document verification process.

(Annexure — BB & Annexure - JJ).

8.14 As per Government Resolution No. MEDD/ 1017/CR171/17/Edu-2, dated
12/10/2017 and its amendment dated 24/11/2017, the Government of

Maharashtra has made one year bond service compulsory for MBBS
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Graduates who have completed MBBS from Government / Corporation
Medical Colleges in the State of Maharashtra. These Government
Resolutions are stayed by Hon’ble High Court, Mumbai in W.P No.3035 of
2019 and clarified that such condition would be applicable to all such
candidates who have taken admission for their undergraduate course after
12th October 2017. The Government of Maharashtra has challenged
Hon’ble High Court, Mumbai order in Hon’ble Supreme Court by S.L.P
(Civil) No 0226100 of 2019 in write petition No. 3035/2019. The said SLP
is pending before Hon’ble Supreme Court. Any order passed in this SLP

will be implemented in due course. (Annexure - P).

8.15 The candidate has to fulfill qualifications and eligibility criteria as notified
by Central Government /NMC from time to time.

8.16 Eligibility for In-Service Candidates:

8.16.1 Eligibility for in-Service candidates will be as per criteria laid down
by the Public Health Department of State of Maharashtra for In-
service Medical Officers. As per Public Health Department
Government Resolution No. MMO-2019/C.R.165/Service-3, dated:
19th March 2019, Government Resolution of Medical Education &
Drugs Department No. MED1020/C.R.N0.90/20/Edu-2, dated:
26/09/2022 and or any Government Resolution issued from time to
time (Annexure-U)

8.16.2 In-Service candidate desirous to claim In-Service quota seat shall
obtain No Objection Certificate from their establishment for
admission process.

8.16.3 In service quota candidate must have appeared for NEET-PG-2025,
and declared eligible by Competent Authority, Government of India,
New Delhi.

8.17 Candidates for post-graduate medical courses shall be selected strictly on
the basis of their NEET-PG merit. However as per clause 9 (IV) & (VII) of
NMC/erstwhile MCI PG regulation 2000, in determining the merit of eligible
In-Service candidates under Government/Public authority, weightage in the
marks may be given by Public Health Department as an incentive at the
rate of up to 10% of marks obtained for each year of service in remote
and/or difficult areas maximum of 30% of marks obtained in NEET-PG-
2025. The remote and difficult areas shall be as notified by Government of
Maharashtra from time to time. The decision in this regard taken by The
Directorate, Public Health Department, Government of Maharashtra will be

final.
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In-service candidates, who have obtained additional weightage
marks for three years permanent service in prescribed areas, shall be
considered for post-graduate seat allotment on In-service quota reserved
seats only as per merit and preferences. If such In-service candidates opt
for general (Non In-service) quota seats, additional weightage marks will
not be considered for such candidates and they will be allotted seats only

on the basis of NEET PG 2025 marks (Annexure - U).

In-service candidate will also be covered by relevant general eligibility

criteria.

8.18 Non-eligibility of Candidate: The following candidates are not eligible for
admission process through NEET-PG-2025.

8.18.1 Candidates who have passed Final MBBS examination from
institute located outside Maharashtra, except candidates who are
Domicile of Maharashtra and selected under 15% All India quota of
Government Medical Colleges / AIIMS / Central Government
Institution (Ref. Rule 8.3).

8.18.2 NRI candidates are not eligible for seats in
Government/Corporation Medical Colleges, State quota of
Central Government Medical Colleges/Government aided
colleges/State CET Cell quota seats (including Institutional
quota) of Unaided Private and Minority Medical Colleges.
However, they are eligible for NRI quota seats of Unaided
Private and Minority Medical Colleges.

8.18.3 Foreign national candidates (Except OCI) are not eligible for
any seat through this process, in the State of Maharashtra.

8.18.4 Candidates who have not appeared for NEET-PG-2025
conducted by Competent Authority, Government of India, New
Delhi.

8.18.5 Candidates who are not completing internship on or before 31st
July 2025.

8.18.6 Candidates appeared for NEET-PG-2025 after previous 2 attempts
in NEET PG and have not completed one year of bond service as
per Government of Maharashtra rule and/or not received bond
release certificate by paying bond penalty amount. (Refer rule 8.13)

8.18.7 Candidates who have not obtained NMC / Maharashtra Medical
Council / Other State Medical Council registration before the date
of physical document verification process.

8.18.8 Candidates who had been admitted to PG course through State
quota in previous two academic years and resigned / left /not

joined which resulted in lapse of a seat.
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8.18.9 Candidates who are previously registered and are pursuing / have
completed the PG degree course or have obtained PG degree are
not eligible for admission through NEET PG 2025. This prohibition
will apply to Post Graduate admission in Government/ Corporation
/ Government Aided Medical College(s) only. However, candidates
who have completed PG course in one broad specialty is eligible for
any other broad specialty in Private Unaided Medical College(s)as
per Hon’ble High Court Order Dated 02/04/2018 in W.P. No.2388
of 2018 and Government of Maharashtra Letter No. WPM-
1318/C.R. 122/18 /EDU-2, Dated 27/03/2018.

8.18.10 Candidates who are registered for PG diploma and pursuing the
course.

9. There shall be no admission of students in respect of any academic session
beyond cut-off date as prescribed by NMC for postgraduate courses under any
circumstances. The University shall not register any student admitted beyond
the said date.

10. The NMC may direct that, any student identified as having obtained admission
after the last date for closure of admission be discharged from the course of
study or any medical qualification granted to such a student shall not be a
recognized qualification for the purpose of the Indian Medical Council Act,
1956. The institution which grants admission to any student after the last date
specified for the same shall also be liable to face such action as may be
prescribed by NMC.

11. ONLINE REGISTRATION, ADMINISTRATIVE FEES, SECURITY DEPOSIT,
UPLOADING DOCUMENTS & PREPARATION OF PROVISIONAL MERITLIST
Admission process of NEET PG 2025 State Quota Seats will be carried out as
per Gazette Notification No. MCI-18(1)/2018-Med./ 100818, dated 5t April 2018
(Annexure “Y”)

11.1 The Competent Authority shall issue Notice regarding schedule of online
registration and submission of online Application from eligible candidates
for the preparation of provisional state merit list for admission to
postgraduate courses of state quota seats in State of Maharashtra.
Candidate who has appeared for NEET-PG-2025, and desirous for
admission to state quota seats of Maharashtra state, should submit
online application form which will be made available on website
"www.mahacet.org". The candidates will be required to submit prescribed
online application form (ANNEXURE "H" Specimen Copy of online
application). The online Application Form will be common for
Government / Corporation / Government Aided and Unaided Private
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/ Minority Institutions and all the seats available under Competent
Authority.

In-Service candidates who wish to seek admission for the
postgraduate courses shall apply online at par with other Non In-
Service candidates and claim In-service quota. The candidate
claiming in-service quota seat must claim in the online application
form.

11.2 In-Service candidates may kindly note that online registration and
submission of online application of NEET-PG-2025 does not confirm any
automatic right to secure a postgraduate seat from In-service quota. The
selection and admission are subject to the fulfillment of eligibility criteria
as prescribed by concerned establishment i.e. Director of Health Services
Government of Maharashtra. Competent Authority shall not be
responsible, if such in-service candidates are refused for admission on
account of non-eligibility of In-service candidature under In-service
Quota.

11.3 Cost of online application form fee of NEET-PG-2025 is Rs. 3000/-. This
application fee is NOT REFUNDABLE; hence candidates are advised to go
through the Information Brochure and ascertain the eligibility before
paying fee. It is sole responsibility of candidate to ascertain online
payment of fees within prescribed period, failing which online application
will be rejected.

Along with Application form fee of Rs. 3000/-, each and every candidate
will have to pay Refundable security deposit as shown in the following
table.

12.3 For Constitutional reservation category candidates: Ear-Marking -
Reserved category candidate entitled to admission on the basis of merit in an
open category seat will have the option of taking admission either against
his/her respective category seat or on an open category seat. If he/she opts
for the reserved category, he/she will be deemed to have been admitted as an
open category candidate and not as reserved category candidate. One seat in
the college where he/she was eligible for admission against open seat shall
be earmarked for a candidate belonging to the respective reserved category.
Such earmarked seat will be made available immediately to the successive
reserved category candidate from the same category merit.

12.4 Physical document verification process
The Candidate will have to report at the allotted centre / college with her/his
Original Documents for physical document verification. The candidate should
report personally (proxy not allowed) to the respective allotted Centre /
College, for the physical Document Verification.

1) Reserved Category candidates who do not have Caste Validity Certificate
at the time of Physical document verification process, will be considered
as Open merit candidates subject to fulfilling eligibility for open category.

4) Applicants belonging to SBC: The person belonging to Special Backward
Class (SBC) is to be considered as OBC candidate and such candidate
will be required to produce Non-Creamy Layer Certificate (valid up to
31/03/2026 or later).

12.5 Cut-off date for the eligibility: The eligibility of the candidate shall be
determined and/or decided for all purposes including for applicability of all
these Rules and Regulations by considering the last date of physical
document verification as the cutoff date. It is made abundantly clear that if a
candidate is found ineligible as on the last date of document verification
process, in terms of these Rules and Regulation, and if such an ineligible
candidate acquires the requisite eligibility after the aforesaid cutoff date (i.e.
the last date of document verification), such subsequent acquisition of
eligibility will not make an ineligible candidate eligible for any purpose
whatsoever for the purpose of admission.

12.6 PUBLICATION OF LIST OF APPLICANTS: On the basis of information
submitted by the candidate(s) through online application, a list of applicants
for Round 1 and Round 3 will be prepared by the Competent Authority. This
list will be published on the website of State CET Cell as per constitutional
and/or specified reservation including In-service & Minority Status claimed
by the candidate(s). However, the eligibility and final assigned category of
candidate(s) will be subject to physical document verification at the time of
document verification process.

12.7 For In-Service candidates: The list of applicants who are In-Service
candidates will be forwarded to the respective establishment to decide the In-
service quota eligibility and awarding incentive marks as per rule no 8.17
and clause 9 from P.G. Regulation 2000 of NMC (erstwhile MCI). All the In-
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service applicants of NEET PG 2025 should remain in contact with
Directorate of Health Services (DHS) Authority for completing the formalities
of Eligibility status of In-service applicants.

13. COMMON STATE MERIT LIST
13.1 After receipt of the additional incentive marks with Eligibility Status of

NEET-PG-2025 In-Service candidates as prescribed in clause 9 (IV) & (VII)
of PG Regulation 2000 of NMC/ erstwhile MCI from the Directorate of
Health Services (DHS) Government of Maharashtra and as per clause 8.17,
the Competent Authority will prepare and publish the Common State Merit
List for Round 1 and Round 3 on website of State CET Cell as per
schedule.

14. ONLINE PREFERENCE FILLING PROCESS AND SELECTION PROCESS BY
CAP COMPUTERISED ROUND: The details of State Quota seat matrix
available for counseling and Schedule of online preference form filling
process will be published in due course.

14.1 Admission to postgraduate courses for academic year 2025-26, will be

done online by way of filling of the online “Preference Form” on

www.mahacet.org (Annexure- I). There will not be any offline Preference

Form filling process. Eligible merit listed candidates can fill online
preference / choice form for Round-1, Round-2, Round-3 and Online
Stray Vacancy Round separately. Candidate will be allowed to fill
preferences of Government / Corporation / Government Aided and / or
Private Unaided / Minority Institutions depending upon the deposit
amount the candidate has paid during registration. Seat allocation shall
be made centrally at a later date on the basis of NEET-PG-2025 merit in
the State of Maharashtra, and preferences exercised by the candidate. The
candidate can fill online preference form multiple times before clicking
submit button for Round-1, Round-2, Round-3 and Online Stray Vacancy
Round. Once submit button is clicked, there is no provision to change the
preference(s). For allocation of seat(s) during Round-1, Round-2, Round-3
and Online Stray Vacancy Round(s), preferences filled for Round-1,
Round-2, Round-3 and Online Stray Vacancy Round will be considered
respectively. These preferences will not be carried forward for
subsequent round(s) except Online Stray Vacancy round preferences,
which will be used for selection of subsequent Online Stray Vacancy
round(s) if any. Those candidates who are responsible for lapse of PG
seat for last two years are not permitted to apply for online preference

filling process.

There shall be four or more Online CAP rounds of selection of candidates
depending on the availability of vacant seats. The selection will be on the
basis of merit and the preferences submitted by the candidate(s). The
preferences of courses and colleges once entered online shall be final and
irrevocable for the respective round. This final data shall be used in
selection process of respective round(s).

The Subject & College combination code is a four-digit number with S
or I or N suffix, specific for each college & Subject combination.
Candidate should fill minimum one preference and maximum as desired.
It is not compulsory to fill all Preferences. The first two digit of the code
indicates specific college / institution and last two digit indicates
particular subject and suffix § indicates State quota (Government /
Corporation Colleges & 50% each in Private Colleges/ Minority Colleges), I
suffix indicates 35% Institutional quota in Private Colleges/ Minority
Colleges and N suffix indicates 15% NRI quota in Private Colleges/
Minority Colleges.

Government/Corporation/State quota seats of central Government
colleges: All seats will be under State Quota and will have suffix ‘S’.
In Private and Minority Medical Colleges each preference code will have

increased seats. Therefore, candidates who desire to opt for these
seats can exercise the preference in the online preference form
system for these seats in respective round(s) considering
eventuality of availability of such seats in subsequent rounds.

14.6 The allotment of seats is based on the Preferences submitted by the
candidate for the same college and same subject with the different suffix
like ‘S’/T’/'N’.

14.7 It is recommended that candidates who wish to give Preference in same
subject in the same college should give preferences considering fee

structure in the sequence of first ‘S’ quota then T’ quota and finally ‘N’

quota as per his/her order of Preference.
Note 1: Candidate who is NRI or ward of NRI must claim NRI Status in

online application form and should give preferences with suffix
‘N’

Note 2: Candidates who are Not NRI or ward of NRI can give preferences
for NRI quota seats in preference form with suffix N’. If seats
remain vacant after allotting to NRI candidates, then it will be
allotted as per merit to any eligible candidate who has given
preference(s) for NRI seats with suffix N. However, he/she will
have to pay fees fixed for NRI quota.

14.8 Candidate should fill his/her most preferred subject and college code as
preference no. 1 followed by his next choice as preference no. 2 and so
on. While filling the subject and college codes, four-digit number with
specific suffix should be entered in five boxes of NEET-PG-2025
preference form.

14.9 Candidate must be very careful while filling the online preference form.
Candidate can fill minimum one preference or any desired number of
preferences for Round 1, Round-2, Round-3 and Online Stray Vacancy
Round of NEET-PG-2025.

14.10 If a candidate does not fill preferences for any of the round(s), i.e. Round-
1, Round-2, Round-3 and Online Stray Vacancy Round, then it is
assumed that the candidate is not interested in that particular round of

selection. No seat will be allocated to such candidate in that round.
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Preferences of any of the previous Round(s) will not be carried
forward for subsequent round(s) except the preferences filled for
Online Stray Vacancy Round which may be carried forward for
subsequent Online Stray Vacancy Round(s) if any.

If a candidate does not give preference for a particular code (Government
/ Corporation / Private); then it means that he/she is not interested /
desiring to take that PG seat. Candidate should note that there will be no
change / addition / deletion in his/her list of preferences at later date /
stage for that particular round.

It is hereby made abundantly clear that shifting on account of
a better choice given by a candidate in Round-2, will be
effected only and only if such a candidate is found entitled for
'change of Course' or a 'change of College'. Mere possibility of a
'change in category' on account of availability of seat in the
same college and/or same course in Round-2 will not amount
to "betterment" as such and therefore, no shifting will be
effected in such an eventuality. Such a 'change in category' will
include inter-alia change from reserved category to open
category or vice-versa. The shift in such betterment shall be
compulsory and mandatory for Round-2, except those who
have filled Status Retention Form. Once status retention is
submitted then there is no provision to withdraw or cancel the
status retention.

The academic year will start as per the guidelines from NMC.
Round-1 Process:

If the candidate joins his/her Round-1 seat and wants to
upgrade his/her allotted seat, then he/she shall NOT fill
Status Retention Form and will have to fill fresh choice(s) for
Round-2.

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15. SEAT DISTRIBUTION CHART:

15.1 The seat distribution of State quota seats for Government/Corporation/
Central Government Institutions / Unaided Private and Minority medical
colleges (excluding All India quota) for NEET-PG-2025 as per information
submitted by college will be made available on website www.mahacet.org.

15.2 The seats reserved for person with disability (PWD) candidates and In-
service quota seats will be shown in the chart. The college-wise, subject-
wise and category-wise seat distribution also will be available on website.
It should be noted that eligible category candidates can avail open seat by
virtue of merit. Category seats, if at all remain unclaimed by a particular
category candidate, are made available to other categories & to open
category candidates as per inter-se category round procedure.

Seat distribution chart is subject to change as per instructions of
NMC / Transfer of PG Teacher / affiliation from university etc.

15.3 All the Courses are affiliated to The Maharashtra University Health

15.4.2 Candidate should mark as PWD on the online application form,

failing which claim will not be granted. Candidate is required to
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submit the proof of his/her disability by way of a certificate issued
by certificate issuing authority in the year 2025.

15.4.3 Instructions to Person with Disability Candidates: All qualified

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17. CONDITIONS TO BE SATISFIED BY CANDIDATE AFTER SELECTION:

17.1 A candidate will have to pay the prescribed fees (i.e. tuition + deposit +

others) in the form of separate Demand Drafts, (One for tuition fees and
another for other fees) in favor Dean/Principal of concerned institution.
He/she must deposit all relevant original certificates / documents in the
concerned institution.
The fees for Government and Municipal Corporation Medical Colleges,
Central Government Institutions / Medical Colleges who opt for Post
graduate admission to PG courses through NEET-PG-2025 is as
prescribed by Government from time to time.

Failure of the candidate in making full and correct statements in the
application form and/or suppression of any information would lead to
disqualification of the candidate, even at later date. Such a candidate
will be debarred from the entire selection process.

It is responsibility of every candidate to submit proper documents. Any
attempt to submit documents which are not genuine will lead to
cancellation of the admission of the candidate, forfeiture of the fees,
deposits and expulsion of the candidate from the college by the
Competent Authority or by his authorized official. The name of such
candidate(s) shall be deleted from the State Merit List and he/she will
not be eligible for further rounds of the selection process and will be
debarred from the selection process. If deemed fit even criminal
proceeding may be initiated by the Competent Authority against such
candidates/ their parents.

If any candidate / authorized representative or person accompanying is
found obstructing the counseling and / or admission process, or trying
to influence in unlawful manner/creating nuisance, the candidate shall
be liable for disqualification from the process of selection and
appropriate legal action will be taken. The decision taken by the
Competent Authority in this respect shall be final and binding.

The registration once granted is valid only if the teacher and the Dean
are satisfied about regularity, diligent pursuance of studies by the
student as well as good conduct.

All candidates selected for admission shall be subject to the disciplinary
rules of the Institution, MUHS, Nashik, NMC and Government.
Concerned admitting University shall take the decision regarding
eligibility, enrollment and registration and granting of the term of
selected candidates.

19.12 Legal Jurisdiction: All disputes pertaining to the conduct of
examination and selection process shall fall within the jurisdiction of
courts in Mumbai only.

20. PENALTY & SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY SERVICE:

20.2 Any candidate admitted either through All India Post Graduate quota or
through NEET-PG-2025 state quota responsible for lapse of post graduate
medical seat will have to pay non-refundable additional penalty of Rs.
10,00,000/- (Rupees Ten Lacs Only). Such candidate will not be eligible
for admission through State Quota for subsequent two academic years,
i.e. NEET PG 2026 & 2027.

20.3 As per Government Resolution (G.R. No. MED 1010/CR-184/10/Ed-2,
dated: 28t May 2010, and any G.R issued in this regard from time to

time), candidate joining seat of Government / Municipal Corporation
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colleges for admission to Post graduation Courses either through All India
Post Graduate quota or through NEET-PG-2025 state quota will be
required to sign a bond to serve the Government of Maharashtra or local
self-government or Defence services for a period of one year (Social
responsibility service), failing which he/she will be required to pay Rs.
50,00,000/- (Rupees Fifty Lacs only) for the default.

20.4 The candidates who have passed post graduate MD/MS/Diploma from

Government / Corporation colleges, have to complete social responsibility
service (bond) from either of the institution i.e. Government of India or its

to such candidates under Directorate of Health Services (Annexure - U).

20.5 As per Government Circular No. CET 3518/C.R.182/18/Edu-2, Dated:
19/05/2018 Private Unaided Medical Institution(s) shall not demand
Bank Guarantee equivalent to the fee amounting to next academic year(s)
at the time of admission and Bond Service shall not be imposed after
completion of Postgraduate course from the admitted candidates by
Private Unaided Institutions (Annexure - X).

20.6 Any candidate resigning a seat from Unaided Private / Minority Medical
College after the prescribed date will have to pay three year's fees as a
penalty.

(g) “The Courses” means the Postgraduate Medical Courses, as the case may be,
conducted in the State as per the approval of the MCI;

(h) “Document Verification Centre” means the city or town where the document
verification is to be conducted;

(i) “Foreign Student” means a student who is not a citizen of India;

() “Non-Resident Indian (NRI)” means, a person who is “not ordinary resident” as
defined under sub-section (6) of section 6 of the Income Tax Act, 1961 and has been
issued a Non-Resident Indian certificate accordingly by an Indian Mission or Post
abroad and includes his child or ward as defined in the Guardians and Wards Act,
1890 ;”.

(k) “Overseas Citizen of India (OCI)” means a candidate or a person registered as an
Overseas Citizen of India as declared by the Central Government under section 7A of
the Citizenship Act 1955, and includes Persons of Indian Origin (PIO).

“Internship” means the compulsory rotating internship to be completed as per rules
or regulations of the NMC / erstwhile MCI and the Maharashtra Medical Council
(MMC) and the concerned University;

“Inter-se-Merit” means the order of merit in respect of various classes, category and
candidature types of the Candidates determined by following the CET merit in
accordance with these rules;

“Institutional Quota” means the seats available for admission to eligible Candidates
at Institution level as declared by the State Government or the appropriate authority,
from time to time;

(Mah. X of 1“99);

"National Eligibility Cum Entrance Test (NEET-PG)" or "NEET-PG" AND " National
Eligibility Cum Entrance Test -NEET-MDS" or "NEET-MDS" means the eligibility cum
ranking examination prescribed as the single central entrance examination conducted
by the National Board of Examinations under section 10D of the Indian Medical
Council Act, 1956 (102 of 1956) or section 10D of the Dentists Act, 1948 (16 of 1948),
for the purpose of admissions respectively to MD or MS or Postgraduate Diploma and
MDS or Post Graduate Diploma Professional Educational Courses;

“Registration” means the registration of the qualification either with the MCI or the
Maharashtra Medical Council (MMC) after completing 1l-year compulsory rotating
internship.

“Nodal Officer” means the Director of the Medical Education and Research
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(y) “Private Professional Educational Institution” means any college, school, institute,
institution or other body, by whatever name called, conducting any professional course
or courses approved or recognized by the appropriate authority and affiliated to any
university, but shall not include,

(i) any such institution established, maintained or administered by the Central

(z) “Professional Education” means any educational course of study declared and
notified as such, from time to time by the Government which includes a course leading
to the award of an Under Graduate or Post-Graduate degree, diploma, by whatever
name called and recognized by the appropriate authority;

(aa) “Regulations” means the regulations framed by the Regulating Authorities;

(bb) “Regulating Authority” means the Admissions Regulating Authority under section 7
or the Fees Regulating Authority under section 11, as the case may be ;

(cc) “Sanctioned intake” means the total number of seats sanctioned or approved by the
appropriate authority for admitting candidates in a single academic year in each
professional course of study or discipline in a Private Professional Educational
Institution at the appropriate level of entry;

(dd) “Unaided institution” means Private Professional Educational Institution, which is
not receiving aid or grant-in-aid from the Central Government, the State Government
or the local authority;

(ee) “University” shall have the same meaning as assigned to it in clause (f) of section 2 of
the University Grants Commission Act, 1956.

(ff) “EWS” means Economically Weaker Section include person who are not covered under
the scheme of reservation for SCs, STs, and OBCs and whose family has gross annual
income below Rs. 8,00,000/- as per Government resolution of General Administration
Department ROD-4019/C.R 31/ 16-A Dated 12 February 2019.

(gg) “Orphan” means a child— (i) who is without biological or adoptive parents or legal
guardian; or (ii) whose legal guardian is not willing to take, or capable of taking care of
the child; as defined in Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) act 2015

(hh) “NMC” means The National Medical Commission (NMC) has been constituted by an
act of Parliament known as National Medical Commission Act, 2019 which came into
force on 25.9.2020 by gazette notification dated 24.9.2020.

(i) “SEBC” means Socially & Educationally Backward Classes.

2] Rule. Rule made returnable forthwith. Heard by
consent.
3] The petitioner in effect chalienges the Government

Resolution dated 24th November 2017 and the consequent clauses
Nos. B.13 and 8.17.6 of the information brochure published by the
respondent No.1 prescribing the admissions for the post of graduate

courses for medical colleges under the management of Government
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as well as Corporation

4] The facts in brief giving rise to the present petitions are

thus:-

The petitioners have taken admissions for MB.B.S
course for the period between 1st November 2011 Gl 24th

November 2017.

| The State Government has been prescribing various
terms and conditions for submitting the bond for the students who
have undertaken their studies in the Government/ Corporation
colleges and also prescribing the bonds to be forfeited on failure of
studants in performing their duties in the Government / Corporation

hospitals for the bond period.

6] Vide another Government Resolution dated 8th February
2008, the State Government made provisions for making
compulsory the conditions of furmishing a bond for the students who

had taken admission in the Government and Corporation colleges
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and dental colleges stating that after completion of their M.B.B.5.
and B.D.S. course, the candidate would be required to render one
year service in the Govemment/ Corporation / defence service
establishments. It will be relevant to refer to clause 1 and clause 3

of the said G.R. The true transliated wversion thereof reads as

under.-
1.1 Candidates whe took degree on
studying MBBS or BDS course in
government/municipal corporation medical

ordental college are required to complete one-
year service of government/local body /security
force immediately thereon. If candidate denied
to carry such government service or avoided for
any reason, penalty shall be recovered to extent
of Rs.5 lakh (Rupees five lakh only)for student
admitted in educational year 2004-05 to 2007-
08 and rupees 10 lakh (Rupees ten lakh only) for
student admitting from educational year 2008-
09.

1.2. Action should be taken as perserial number-
6 of the Government Resolution dated 31 |uly,
2006 mentioned in course of giving such appoint
to candidate after completingdegree course.

1.2. One-year service condition is exempted as
per government resolution dated 31 July, 2006 in

the context of candidates joined the post
graduate course.

Z2.1. Students who have obtained post graduate
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degree | post graduate diploma taking the
education of M.D. / M.5. / Post Graduate Diploma
from Government / Municipal Medical and Dental
College are required to complete one-year
service of government / local body [/ defense
force. If any candidate denies to complete
government service or defaults due any reason,
the fine will be recorded to extent of Rs.15 lakh
({In words FHfteen Lakh) from him.

2.2 List of remaining candidates shall be
submitted with director, health services on filling
posts vacant at director, medical education to
appoint candidate on completing post graduate
course.,

2.3. 1 year service condition under 2(1) above is
exempted for candidate joined super specialty
course.

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7] A perusal of the said G.R. would thus reveal that if the
candidate who has undertaken studies in the medical colleges under
the management of State Government or Corporation fails to render
service in Goveinment' Coiporation and d
then, a penalty would be recovered from such candidates who have
taken admission for the academic year 2004-05 to 2007-08 at Rs.5

lakhs and Rs.10 lakhs for the candidates who have taken

admission for academic years 2008 on wards

B] Clause 3 thereof reveals that such of the candidates who
have taken admission for P.G. course prior to 31™ July 2006, in their
case, the condition of one year's compulsory service shall stand

relaxed.

9] Vide another G.R. dated 1" November 2011, the State
Government again provided for eligibility criteria for entrance
examination for P.G. medical seats for 2013. it would be relevant to

refer to clauses 1, 2 and 7 of the said notification. They read thus:-
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“(1) Candidate will be allowed to appear for PGM-
CET only twice — first time for the examination
conducted before the date of internship completion
and second time for the examination conducted after
the completion of mandatory internship period

(2) Being eligible and allowed for two attempls as
above, if candidate does not take admission o a
postgraduate course, he or she will have to complete

the Bond Service before taking subsequent attempls
of PGM-CET.

() Candidate will be allowed to appear for PGM-
CET only twice — first time for the examination
conducted before the date of internship completion
and second time for the examination conducted after
the completion of mandatory internship period. While
counting the attempts whether the candidate actually

appeared for the examination or not, will not be taken
into consideration.”

10] It could be thus seen that a candidate would be allowed
to appear for PG Medical CET only twice;, first after examination
conducted before the date of internship and second time after the
completion of mandatory internship period. Clause 2 further
provides that after being eligible and allowed for two attempts as
praovided for in clause 1, if the candidate does not take admission for
P.G. course, he or she will have to complete bond service before

taking subseguent admission for P.G.Medical CET. It further
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provides that the candidate would be allowed o appear for PG.
Medical CET only twice ie. for the first time after the examination
conducted before the date of internship and second time after the
mandatory period of internship is over. It further provides that while

counting the number of attempts, whether the candidate actually

appeared or not will not be taken into consideration,

11] The position continued to exist from 1* November 2011
till 12* October 2017. Vide G.R. dated 12" October 2017, the
Government again changed the condition. It will be relevant to refer
to Clauses A, B, C and D of the said G.R. A true translation of the

same reads as under:-

al. In addition to completing bonded service of
government in prescribed period after completing
M.B.B.5.Course from Government / Municipal Medical
College, such candidates will not able to be decided
as eligible for admission of MD / MS / Postgraduate
courses,

b] In addition te completing bonded service of
government in prescribed period by the candidate
who completed post graduate degree [ diploma
course from Government / Municipal Medical College
has not completed, such candidate cannot be
decided eligible for admission of Super Specialty
Course.
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c] Students completing Super Specialty Course
from Government / Municipal College will be bound
to complete bonded service of government for 2
years period.

d] The said policy will be applicable since
admissions in educational year 2018-19 of medical
and dental post graduate and super specialty course.
Hence, the aspiring Candidates for admission of post
graduate or super specialty courses in 2018-19 will
be required to complete government's bonded
service before admission only.
12] It could thus be seen that for the first time on 12"
October 2017, the Government has changed the condition as
prescribed in Government Notification dated 1 November 2011
provided that unless the candidates who have passed their MBBS
from Government/ Corporation colleges, complete their bonded
service, they would not be entithted to apply for M.D.J MSIP.G.
Diploma course. It further provides that insofar as the candidates
who have completed their P.G. degree/ diploma from such colieges,
they would not be entitlted for admission to the super-speciality
course. It further provides that such of the candidates who complete
their super speciality course from the Government and Corporation

colleges, they would be required to complete bonded service of two

years in the Government institution. Clause D provides that the said
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policy would be applicable for the P.G. as well as Super Speciality

courses from the academic years 2018-19.

12] It appears that the students who had passed their
examination in the academic year 2018-19, made representation to
Government and, therefore, the Government vide notitication dated
24™ November 2017, issued a comigendum to the G.R. dated 12™

October 2017. It reads thus:-

“d. The said policy will be applicable since
admissions in educational year 2019-20 of medical
and dental post graduate and super specialty course.
Hence, the aspiring Candidates for admission of post
graduate or super specialty courses in 2019-20 will
be required to complete government's bonded
service before admission only.”

13] It would thus be seen that though the change of policy is
effected from 12" October 2017, the State Government has by G.R.
dated 24™ January 2017, exempted the students who have been
admitted in academic years 2018-19 and made it applicable from

the year 2019-20.

14] Subsequently, the Government also issued a brochure
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thereby prescribing the procedure for admission to the P.G.course
It will be relevant to refer to clause 8.13. It could thus be seen that
the said clause has been inserted in the brchure only in order to give

effect to the G.R. dated 17" October 2017.

15] In this background, the petitioners have approached this
court contending that their admissions for the P.G. course could be
governed only by the rules as were existing at the time of their
admission for under graduate course. It is submitted that by change
of rules in the year 2017, the Government cannot make applicable
the change in policy which was in vogue for the students who have
taken admission since 2011. The petition is vehemently opposed by
Mr. Rajeshirke, leamed Counsel who seeks to intervene on behalf of
some students who have completed bond and Mr. Kalel and

Mrs.Smit. Palsule-desai, learned AGP for State.

16] It is submitted that the change in policy has been
effected since it was found that in the hospitals run by State
Government in the rural, tribal and remote areas, qualified Doctors

are not available. It is, therefore, subitted that in order to make
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available the services of Doctors, it has been decided that the
candidates passing MBBS examination will first have to complete
the bonded service of one year and only then he would be made

/considered eligible to apply for P.G. course.

17} Al the outset, we would like to state that the scope of our
interference while exercising the powers under Article 226 of the
Constitution of India, is very limited, unless the policy is found to be
arbitrary, unreasonable, irrational or made in order to suit a

particular class.

18] No doubt that the change in policy made by the State
Government of making it compulsory for medical student who has
graduated from Government colleges or Corporation Colleges to
serve in the Government or Corporation hospitals for a period of one
year is a laudable policy. However, in the present matter we are not
called upon to consider as to whether the said policy withstands the
test of Article 14 of the Constitution or not. The only guestion that
we are called upon to answer is, as to whether the candidate who

has taken admission to the MBBS course between 1* Movember
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2011 till 12* October 2017, can be subjected to a change of policy

which has been effected for the first time on 12" October 2017.

19] The policy as was in existence on the basis of 2018
circular as well as 2011 notification, prescribed a candidate (o
furnish a bond of Rs.5 lakhs for the students who has taken
admission between 2004-05 and 2007-08 and a bond of Rs.10 lakhs
for students who have taken admission after 2008-9 fill 2017-18.
The clause further provides that provisions of the said G.R. dated 8*
February 2008 exempted such students who have taken admission
for P.G. course prior to 31" July 2006. Rightly understanding that
even the provisions of the G.R. dated 8" February 2018 could not
have been made applicable retrospectively, the State Government
exempted the class of students who had taken admission for P.G.
course. The policy undergone further change by G.R. dated 1®
November 2011, which provided that a candidate who has passed
MBEBS or BDS degree from Government/ Corporation Medical
colleges, will be entitled to appear for P.G.M. CET examination only
twice. It provided that the first of such attempt would be permitted

prior to the completion of internship and second such attempt would
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be permitted immediately after completion ol mandatory internship
period. It further provides that if a candidate is eligible and allowed
for two attempts and does nol take admission to P.G. course, he
fshe will have to complete bond service before taken subsequent
attempt of PG.M C.E.T.. Clause 7 provides that the Candidate will
be allowed to appear for C.E.T. only twice. It further provides that if
whilst counting number of attempts whether the candidate actually

appeared for examination or not will not be taken into consideration.

20] it would thus be seen that the effect of conjoined reading
of various clauses in 2011 notification is very clear. The candidate
who passed his MBBS/ BDS degree from a Government/
Corporation medical college would be entitied to two chances for
appearing for the PGM CET. First chance would be during
internship period and second chance would be immediately after
completion of internship period. It is further provided that if a
candidate who, after completion of internship period, is entitled to
appear for the first examination conducted thereafter, but for some
reason choose not to appear, then, such non appearance will aiso

be taken into account as exhausted chance. For example if a
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candidate completes his internship period in December 2016 and
immediate examination is available in March 2017 but if he chooses
not to appear for the said exam, then, the second chance will be
deemed to be exhausted and he will have no other alternative but to
complete bond service before he again becomes entitled to

participate in PGM CET

21] The policy which was in vogue from 1™ November 2011
has been now sought to be changed for the first time on 12"
October 2017. By this change in policy it is now made mandatory
that a candidate would not be entitled to appear for PGM CET
unless he completes the bonded service. No doubt, that as
observed hereinabove, no fault can be found with the policy since it
Is being effected in order to provide service in the Government- run
hospitals in rural and tribal areas. However, the candidates who had
taken admission between 1* November 2011 to 12" October 2017,
will have to be governed by the policy which was in existence during
that period. The candidates have taken admission during this period
on the basis that their admission for P.G. course would be governed

by 2011 notification. It will be relevant to refer to the judgement of
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Apex Court in the case of Dr. Dinesh Kumar and Ors. Vs, Motilal

S.C.C. 22

22] It could thus be seen that authorities cannaot change and
apply the Rules retrospectively to the detriment of students who
have proceeded to take up their career on the basis of the rules
existing on the date of admission. It could thus be seen that though
we do not find any reason to interfere with the policy, we are of the
considered view that making the policy applicable retrospectively to
the students who have taken admission before 12 October 2017,
would not be sustainable in law. It could further be seen that the
Government itself realising that such a change would not be
possible to applicable retrospectively, has Issued a corrigendum on
27" November 2017 making the change applicable from academic
year 2019-20. Apart from that it is to be noted that such of the
candidates who would be entitied to be admitted for P.G.course from
Government/ Corporation colleges would also be required to furnish
bond for rendering service in Government hospitals. Even in the

understanding of petitioners, after completion of their super
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speciality course they will be required to complete three years
service in the Government colleges i.e. one year towards their bond
for the under graduate course and one year tor their admission to
the PG. course and one year for super speciality course. Even
insofar as candidates who have been admitted between November
2011 to 12" October 2017, even if they undertake their P.G. studies
in the Government colleges, they will be required to render two
years Government service one year on account of bond for P.G.

course and one year on account for under graduate course.

23] In that view of the maiter, we find that the petitions
deserve to be allowed. We, therefore, hold and declare that the
G.R. dated 12" October 2017 and consequent rules i.e. 8.13 and
B.17.6 which require the candidate who has taken admission
between 1* November 2011 and 12" October 2017 to compulsorily
discharge bond for a period of one year, would not be applicable to
such of the students who have taken admission for P.G. course
between 1* November 2011 till 12" October 2017.
